Do not use macros. Title: capital initials, font size 12 bold and centered. Leave a line after the title. Authors: font size 10, the presenting author underlined and centered. Leave a line after the authors. Affiliation: in italic with font size 10 and justified. E-mail: in italic with font size 10 and justified. Leave two lines after the e-mail. Abstract text: font size 10, justified with single space between lines. Do not insert page numbers.
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Fig. 1. The structure and CD spectrum of azonazine 
The insertion of figures, charts, and schemes, etc, should be made as “Picture” and “in line with text”. The figures letter size should be ≥ 8 pt. The caption for the figures should be as follows: Fig. 1. Use font size 9. The abstract is enhanced significantly if structure graphics such as 1 are used. Ideally these should be drawn on a Chem Draw or ISIS Draw type package with the numbers in bold. Leave a line before and after the table and the figure, respectively. Figures should be made according to the model above. Tables are also preferred to be inserted as a “Picture”.

Sesquiterpenoids, Alantolactone Analogues and Secoguaiene,

from the Roots of Inula helenium

Inula helenium L. (Family: Asteraceae) is a widely occurring perennial herb in East Asia, North American and Europe.1 The roots of I. helenium are used as versatile medicine against fever, lung disorders, bronchitis, indigestion, chronic enterogastritis, and infectious diseases. Discovery of new bioactive natural products from medicinal plants is of particular interest to us. Sesquiterpenoids, especially eudesmane-type sesquiterpenoids from Asteraceae, which exhibited a wide range of biological activities and diverse architectures, were the most important part in our research.2,3 The secondary metabolites from the roots of I. helenium have been investigated by us. The results involve three new sesquiterpenoids (Fig. 1), an unusual dimeric eudesmanolide, bialantolactone (1), a new nor-eudesmanolide, trinoralantolactone (2), and a new seco-guaiene, 7S,1(10)Z-4,5-secoguaia-1(10),11-diene-4,5-dioxo (3), together with 11 known eudesmanolides (4–14) and two known germacranolides (15 and 16). Their structures were elucidated by spectroscopic analysis. The absolute configurations of 1 and 3 were defined via the experimental and computational optical rotation and circular dichroism data. The plausible biosynthetic pathways of 1 and 3 are discussed. In addition, the antibacterial activities of compounds 1–16 were evaluated.
